As always, it was a delightful visit as they
related how God was working through LATM to
bring solid, biblical teaching to the world in so
many different languages. They are truly fulfilling
the Matthew 28 commission of going into all the
world.

As | explained, LATM is a mission this
church supports on a monthly basis. Your
donations help take the gospel message to the
world!

VFCC tithes the donations we receive to go
towards missions. That means 10% of our
general offering goes to the work of supporting
missionaries as they spread the gospel.

Acts 1:8 says, “But you will receive power
when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and
you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem and in all
Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”

Picture this as a series of concentric circles.
We are called to spread the gospel close by,
then a little farther out, etc., until we reach the
world for Christ. So some of the missions we
support are close to home. Others are in the
other hemisphere!

Here is a list of the missions we support on a
monthly basis:

1. LATM.

2. KU Campus Christians. Matt Meyer is the
campus minister representing the independent
Christian church in Lawrence, KS. They minister
to students from the KU campus to bring them
the good news of Jesus and help them navigate
campus life in a meaningful way.

3. Alpha Christian Children’s Home. Jeff
Mulpas is the director at Alpha. They are located
in rural Perry, KS. They are a youth home for
children who for whatever reason are not able to
be parented at home.

4. Show-Me Christian Youth Home. VFCC
supports a branch of Show-Me called
Leadership-U. Nathan Smith uses horses and
dogs in order to teach the kids about the Bible,
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life lessons, hard work and to give them
confidence as they learn to ride and take care of
the animals.

Show-Me is also a home for children who are
not able to be parented at home. Supporting
these two ministries as they care for and give
biblical training to young people with difficult lives
comes from a pro-life philosophy held at VFCC.

5. McAfee Mission in Brazil. Phil McAfee
carries on the work began by his parents in
Brazil. VFCC was one of the original supporters
for the McAfees years ago. They have started
churches, teach local people to pastor in those
churches, and have a Christian school.

6. Heart of God Ministry. Matthew Carder and
his family spent time in Indonesia bringing the
gospel to the local people. He is now a campus
minister at Cloud County Community College as
he continues to work with Heart of God.

2 Corinthians 9:11 says, “You will be enriched
in every way to be generous in every way, which
through us will produce thanksgiving to God.” In
this verse, Paul explains that when you give to
the work of the church, and those funds go to
other ministries or churches, the thanksgiving to
God is multiplied.

At VFCC, we want to encourage you to be
faithful in giving so, as a church, we can remain
faithful to the missionaries we have pledged to
support. Remember, God loves a cheerful giver!
