Easton’s Bible Dictionary defines mercy as
compassion for the miserable. | view mercy
and grace as two sides of the same coin.
From the viewpoint of God toward man, grace
is God giving us underserved goodness or
favor. Mercy, then, is God withholding the
punishment we deserve for our sins.

In that sense, God sees us all as
miserable sinners, yet in his compassion, he
gives us opportunities to seek Him and his
forgiveness and so escape His wrath.

When God gave instructions for the
Tabernacle in Exodus, He told them to build
the Ark of the Covenant. The covering for the
Ark was the Mercy Seat. The Ark was to be
placed in the Most Holy Place in the
tabernacle.

Once a year, on the Day of Atonement, the
High Priest would sacrifice to make
atonement, first for his own sins, then for the
sins of Israel.

He took incense in first to fill the room with
smoke. God met him over the mercy seat, but
because he was not allowed to see God, lest
he die, the smoke from the incense blocked
his vision. He then sprinkled the blood of the
sacrifice on the Mercy Seat to atone for sin. In
this act, God would grant his mercy and not
count Israel’s sins against the people.

In the New Covenant, Christ is our atoning
sacrifice. He is the Lamb of God that takes
away the sins of the world. When we receive
Christ by faith, his blood is applied to our lives.
Our sins are covered and we receive mercy
over judgment.

As God is merciful to us, we are called to
be merciful to others. This month, the scripture
selections will teach us and encourage us with
God’s mercy toward us as well as the call for
us to show mercy to others.

As always and as time allows, read the
selection in context by reading verses that
precede and follow. If you have study bibles,
look up related verses and
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references. Pray over them and thank God for
his great mercy toward us!
