Some Christians don’t understand the
Restoration Movement’s teaching on baptism.
The complaint is that the Christian Church or
Churches of Christ teach that baptism is all
that matters to us. As long as one gets
baptized, that is all that is needed to get to
heaven. And if one came to faith in Christ but
somehow died before they were able to get
baptized, God would keep them out of
heaven.

Nothing is farther from the truth. We are
saved by grace through faith in Christ. A look
at scripture should tell us how that faith is
effectively demonstrated.

Romans 10:9 because, if you confess with
your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in
your heart that God raised him from the dead,
you will be saved. In this verse, we see the
need to believe AND confess Christ (Also read
verse 10).

Acts 2:38 And Peter said to them, “Repent
and be baptized every one of you in the name
of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your
sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy
Spirit. Is an unforgiven person saved? Is one
who is described as devoid of the Holy Spirit
saved? Would any Bible believing Christian
think one could be saved without repentance?
Yet right there next to it is baptism.

Yes, the Christian Church in general does
put a greater emphasis on baptism, precisely
because we believe the first century church
also placed that same importance. Salvation
and baptism are so closely intertwined in the
book of Acts as to be seen as one event.

You've been provided with a scripture
selection for each day that demonstrates the
biblical importance of baptism.

Some of these verses speak directly of
baptism. A few talk of ‘washing,” which
Christian Churches will usually say points to
baptism.

The question should not be, “Why should |
get baptized?” One should ask,
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“Why wouldn’t 1?” Or as the Ethiopian asked
in Acts 8, “What prevents me?”
Read, meditate on, and pray over the
following verses. If you have extra time, read
the context and look up related references. Be
